Stuffed Zucchini Boats

4 medium zucchini 3 cup rarinara sauce 1%z cups shredded
1 pound chicken breast Y cup bread crumbs cheddar cheese

V2 cup chopped onion 1 teaspoon garlic powder Olive oil, optional

1 egg, beaten ¥ teaspoon black pepper

Cut zucchini in half lengthwise. Cut a
thin slice from the bottom of each with

a sharp knife to allow the zucchini to sit
flat. Scoop out the pulp, leaving Y-inch
shells. (Optional, lighthy brush the shells
with olive cil) Preheat the oven to 350°
F. Cut chicken breast into 1 inch cubes.
In a large skillet, cook chicken and onion
over medium heat until meat is no longer
pink; drain. Remove from the heat; stir
in the egg, marinara sauce, bread crumbs,
garlic powder, black pepper and 1 cup
cheese. Spoon about % cup into each
